
PRIME MINISTER SCHOLARSHIP SCHEME 
 

1. Prime Minister Scholarship Scheme is specifically for the wards of serving and retired CAPF 
and Assam Rifles personnel undergoing first professional degree courses. The scheme was 
commenced in the year 2008 and scholarship are given to the students depending upon their course 
of study from two to five years.  
 
2. Amount of scholarship.   
 

(a) Rs. 2000/- per month for boys (Rs. 24,000/- per annum).  

(b) Rs. 2250/- per month for girls (Rs. 27,000/- per annum).  
 

3. Vacancy.  1000 each for boys and girls. Common merit list is prepared by WARB (MHA) for 
CAPF and Assam Rifles for grant of scholarship. 
 
4. Eligibility. 
 
 (a) Category.

Category Description of dependent 

(i) A Wards/Widows of AR personnel killed in action. 

(ii) B Wards of AR personnel disabled in action. 

(iii) C Wards/Widows of deceased AR personnel died for causes 
attributable to Government service including casualities during 
conduct of Election. 

(iv) D Wards of Assam Rifles personnel disabled while in service with 
disability attributable to Government Service. 

(v) E Wards of Assam Rifles personnel in receipt of Gallantry Awards. 

(vi) F Wards of Ex Assam Rifles personnel (PBOR). 

(vii) G Wards of serving Assam Rifles personnel(PBOR) subject to 
availability of scholarship. 

 
(b) Should be undergoing first professional degree courses viz. B Tech, BE, B Pharma, 
MBBS, BBA/MBA, LLB etc. 
 
(c) Academic requirement of 60% marks at the 10+2 level for fresh applicant and 50% 
each year for renewal cases. 
 
(d) Students undergoing second professional degree course are not eligible for the 
Scheme viz MBA after BBA, M Tech after B Tech etc.  
 

5. Documents to be uploaded while submitting application:- 
 
 (a) Fresh candidates. 
 

(i) Service cum category certificate as per Annexure ‘A’ of the guidelines for 
serving persons. 
 

(ii) Discharge Certificate/Pension Payment Order (PPO) for retired pers. 

(iii) Relevant documents if any as per category above. 
 

(iv) Marksheet. 
 

(aa) Marksheet of class XII/equivalent for students undergoing Professional 
 Degree courses. 

 

(ab) Marksheet of Graduation/equivalent for students undergoing Post 
Graduate Professional Courses. 

 
(b) Renewal candidates.   Service cum category certificate as per Annexure ‘A’ of the 
guidelines for serving personnel and Discharge Certificate/Pension Payment Order (PPO) for 
retired pers. 
 

6. Procedure for Application. Eligible students will register and upload the application for 
scholarship under the scheme on National Scholarship Portal (www.scholarship.gov.in) and after filling 
the requisite details will upload the documents as Paragraph 4 above. After uploading the application 
students to liaise with college authority for online verification of the application. Detailed guidelines on 
the subject are also available on National Scholarship Portal.
